Secretary’s Report:  The Secretary’s Report from the September meeting was on a motion by Pat Choban, seconded by Diane Gearinger. 

Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer reported that he had $147 in Peterloon collections and no other activity since the last meeting, hence he had no formal report.  

Outdoor Activities Chair:   Connie reported that Peterloon is coming up this weekend.  She and Don were at Camp Chief Logan this week and we need to have a decision soon.  Don is thinking of stepping down as the acting summer camp leader as of this summer.  

Connie is aware of a troop with a couple of openings on a Seabase trek next summer. They turned another trip back in that might be available for us.  It is Coral Reef Sailing, where there are 6 to 8 on a boat 45 foot and under.  The boys are on the boat 100% of the time.  They would have to be 14, have the swim badge, be First Class, and get scuba certified before they go.  A question was asked about seasickness and Connie shared that the medical advice they have received is that boys with motion sensitivity should start taking Dramamine or a like medicine before getting on the plane.  They have experienced very few instances of seasickness in past trips.    

Information on the 2010 Scout Jamboree is available and they are accepting reservations.  It can be done online and costs $100 to hold a spot.  If you are interested, get them signed up ASAP.  There is always a waiting list, and if a payment is not made on time your kid WILL lose his spot.  Remember that there will be costs beyond the fees.  Connie said that her son, for example, spent about $200 in out-of-pocket over and above the fees.  The year Deb’s son went, they were provided with a duffel bag and a day pack and they were not allowed to bring anything beyond what they could fit in those.  Deb recommends a really compact sleeping bag.  She also recommends buying extra sets of the patches they get because they can really have a lot of fun trading those.

If a Scout has recently passed his Eagle Board of Review, there is a troop or contingent from the West Coast that can actually present his Eagle regalia at National Jamboree.  Rick Garrabrant from Troop 347 told Connie about this.

Fundraising:  Alan briefly reported that the wreath sale is in process and Pat Choban reported that popcorn sale is as well.   Pat will put out an e-mail.

Advancement Chair:  Irene could not attend, but sent the report that there were twp rank advancements and eight merit badges earned so far.  She will not be able to attend for several weeks, and asked the committee to make sure that boys who want Boards of Review get them.
